Tait Walker LLP has no internal expertise in this area and so the firm turned to independent security consultancy 

Sapphire, a fellow member of the North East Fraud Forum (NEFF), for assistance. Tait Walker LLP was originally 

attracted to Sapphire because of the security consultancy’s broad expertise in forensic computing and its growing 

reputation as an industry leader in this sector.  

 

Sapphire boasts one of the largest independent forensic investigation suites in the UK, a facility to provide data 

recovery through forensic investigations and computer training. This, coupled with Tait Walker’s LLP depth of 

resource and abilities in providing forensic services, makes for a formidable pairing. 

 

Tait Walker LLP quickly realised how well its own forensic service expertise complemented Sapphire’s ability to 

carry out forensic investigations of IT systems.

These events help to raise awareness of the issues around fraud in the workplace 

and highlight the existence of coordinated solutions to these challenges. 

 

As Tait Walker’s Forensic Services Manager Frank Nesbitt explains, “With an increasing number of organisations 

throughout the UK becoming victims of fraud, I believe the best way to tackle it is by way of education. In this way it 

is possible to at least reduce the incidence of fraudsters operating successful scams, but ultimately the only sure 

way to have an impact is to take action against those committing it by appointing professional firms like Tait Walker 

and Sapphire.”
